Liberty University’s Helms School of Government announced today that Howard Phillips, former Director of the U.S. Office of Economic Opportunity under Richard Nixon, founder of the Conservative Caucus and former third party candidate for President of the United States, will speak on March 7 at 3:20 p.m. as part of the continuing lecture series that is getting national attention:  Government Ethics: A Nation in Crisis.
