Liberty University’s Helms School of Government announced today that Richard Viguerie, known nationally as the founder of the modern conservative movement when he pioneered political/ideological direct mail in the 1960s and 1970s, will speak on March 21 at 3:20 p.m. as part of the continuing lecture series that is getting national attention:  Government

Ethics: A Nation in Crisis.

“That marriage of direct mail and politics enabled grassroots Americans to participate in the political process to a greater degree than ever before and built the conservative movement that elected President Reagan in 1980,” said Ronald S. Godwin, Dean of Liberty University’s Helms School of Government, “Viguerie's efforts were so important that John F. Kennedy Jr.'s magazine, GEORGE, included it on its list of the defining political moments of the 20th century.”

Liberty University, with nearly 10,000 students on Campus, is quickly becoming a sounding board for conservatives nationwide.  L.U. founder Jerry Falwell has expanded the University’s Live from Liberty national broadcasts in 2006, as well as the readership of the National Liberty Journal, now read by nearly 500,000 readers nationwide.
