Liberty University offers three basic types of accommodations: Traditional, Quad Living and Campus East 
Apartment style housing.  Phones are provided in hallways of Traditional housing, Quad Living and located in 
common areas of Campus East apartments.

TRADITIONAL RESIDENCE HALLS

Traditional halls generally house 65-72 attendees per floor.  Cleaning services are provided for hallways, 
bathrooms, and stairwells.
