The Flames were held to a season-low 265
total offensive yards

Prior to the Coastal Carolina game, Lib-
erty’s previous low was 342 total offensive
yards at Montana

Following the game, Liberty now ranks
No. 25 in the country in total offense
(averaging 424.00 yards per game)

Liberty ranks No. 2 in the Big South in
total offense behind Stony Brook (475.00
yards per game)

Liberty leads all BSC teams with 585 total
offensive plays in 2012

Liberty came into the Coastal Carolina

Against Coastal Carolina, Liberty’s one red
zone scoring drive came when Josh Wood-
rum completed a 19-yard pass to Pat Kelly
during the fourth quarter

Liberty allowed Coastal Carolina to record
two sacks during the game
