Professional Application Outline and References

The student will use the Professional Application Outline and References to prepare for
the Professional Application Paper. The outline will include an introduction, 3 main
points, and a conclusion. The reference/works cited page must include at least 5
references in addition to the course textbooks and the Bible. The outline and
reference/works cited page must be in current APA or MLA format.

Christian Extrapolation Essay

The student will write a 5-page research-based paper in current APA or MLA format that
focuses on a topic provided in the assignment instructions. The paper must include at
least 8 references in addition to the course textbooks and the Bible.

Professional Application Paper

The student will write a 10-page research-based paper in current APA or MLA format
that focuses on the topic provided in the assignment instructions. The paper must include
at least 20 references in addition to the course textbooks and the Bible.

Final Exam

The Final Exam will encompass the Reading & Study material covered throughout this
course. The exam will be open-book/open notes, contain 50 multiple-choice questions,
and have a 1-hour time limit.
