BMIS 603
BUSINESS SIMULATION AND MODELING

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course introduces students to the concepts of business process improvement and principles
of lean thinking. This course will address the historical reasons behind the structure of
organizations. Students will learn to analyze and re-conceptualize the organization in terms of
business processes and how to use that knowledge to improve organizational effectiveness and
efficiency.

RATIONALE

It is a belief that by looking at business processes that cut across functional areas, future IS
managers will be able to understand the organization, its customers, suppliers, and partners as a
progression of related and integrated complex systems. An example is the processes that span
multiple organizations, especially the processes that are associated with the supply chain
management. The business process approach permits the study of individual processes within the
organization to determine the degree to which they add value to the firm. In so doing, the student
learns about how the various portions of the firm (and its outsourcers and contractors) are
interconnected with one another. (ACM, MSIS — 2006)
