COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course combines study of various cross-cultural church planting methods with exegesis of
North American culture. In specific, focus will be given to generational, ethnicity, and people
group differences.

One model of ministry does not fit all people
groups. We must learn to contextualize our ministry methods and models to match the needs and
sensitivities of the people we are called to reach with the person God has made us into.

The student will write a 6-8-page or 8-10-page book review in current Turabian
format that focuses on the book identified in the course. The paper must follow
the review system provided in the instructions.

Ministry Application Proposal

The student will write a 12—-15-page paper that demonstrates the ability to apply
the principles and information learned in the course into a workable plan for a
church plant or the revitalization of an existing church. The paper must include at
least 10 references and adhere to current Turabian style. (Outcomes: A, E, F)
