NURS 765
CURRICULUM DEVELOPMENT AND PROGRAM EVALUATION FOR NURSE EDUCATORS

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course prepares the student to design, implement and evaluate curriculum. Research and
evidenced based theories will be applied to the process of curriculum development and program
evaluation. The role of the faculty member in curriculum design and program evaluation will be
explored.

RATIONALE

This course is designed to provide the knowledge and skills required to develop curricula
through the application of best practices, the theories of learning, and the role of the faculty
member (centered on evidence-based practice for nurse educators). Additionally, the course will
provide an understanding of program evaluation with emphasis on the importance of outcomes
based on the program’s congruence with the institution’s mission, philosophy, and
program/accreditation standards.

Discussion Board Forums (3)

Discussion boards are collaborative learning experiences. Therefore, the student is
required to provide a thread in response to the provided topic for each forum. The
threads and replies do not have a required word count; however, they will be
graded on course-related knowledge, including depth and breadth of the
discussion. In addition to the thread, the student is required to reply to 2 other
classmates’ threads. Graduate-level writing in current APA format (excluding a
cover page) is required. Two peer-reviewed references must be used for each
thread in addition to the Bible; the student may use his/her textbook as 1 resource.
Two different peer-reviewed references must be used for each reply; the student
may use his/her textbook as 1 resource. All citations must be in current APA
format.

Curriculum Development Workshop

During this workshop assignment, the student will write a paper addressing the
assigned topics related to curriculum development. The paper must: be written in
current APA format, be 6-9 pages (excluding title and reference pages), and cite
at least 5 peer-reviewed articles in addition to the textbook and the Bible.
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E. Internal or External Frame Factor Assessment

The student will first conduct an assessment of external or internal frame factors
and then write a paper addressing his/her findings. The assignment must: be
written in current APA format, be 6-9 pages (excluding title and reference pages),
and include at least 5-6 peer-reviewed resources in addition to the textbook and
the Bible.

F. Group Project

The instructor will assign the student to work in a group in order to develop a
curriculum for a MSN or post-MSN DNP program.

Part 1

The student will develop key elements and a degree completion plan for the
nursing curriculum. The student will submit a 7-10-page paper in current APA
format; the paper must include 5-7 resources, which may include the textbook
and/or Bible.

Part 2

The student will create a course overview/syllabus and include links to essentials
and outcomes. The student will submit a 7-10-page paper in current APA format;
the paper must include 5-7 resources, which may include the textbook and/or
Bible.

Part 3

The student will complete a projected program evaluation of the nursing
curriculum. The student will submit a 7-10-page paper in current APA format;
the assignment must include 5-7 resources, which may include the textbook

and/or Bible.
