D. Assignments (2) 

The student will complete two assignments.  One assignment is due in Week 1 and  

is a 3-4 page paper applying research on factors related to online student success.  

The second assignment is due in Week 6 and is a 3-4 page paper on the student’s 

experience with a personality measure.  Detailed instructions for each assignment 

are included in the weeks in which they are assigned.

The student will complete 13 quizzes. Each quiz will be open-book/open-notes, 

contain 20 multiple-choice and true/false questions, and have a 45-minute time 

limit.
