Youth Ministry Interview Project

The student will complete 3 sets of interviews with 9 people/couples and a 4-5-
page paper summarizing and drawing conclusions from those conversations. This

must be submitted through SafeAssign. (MLO: B, D, E, F, G)
Philosophy of Youth Ministry Paper

The student will complete a 5—6-page Philosophy of Youth Ministry Paper based
upon the course material and student ministry interviews. The student will state
his/her philosophy of youth ministry as impacted by this course. It must be
submitted through the SafeAssign link.
